Digital artwork guidelines

Getting started

When creating your artwork we recommend using one of the following programs:

Quark Xpress 6 (or earlier), Adobe lllustrator CS2 (or earlier), Adobe Photoshop CS2 (or earlier),
Freehand MX (or earlier), Indesign CS2

These will preferably be Mac format but we can also accept PC files created from these programs..

Selecting your print style
We have two main in-house printing options available to choose from:

Lightjet - A photographic RGB colour print process.
Piezo - An Inkjet CMYK colour print process.

Creating your artwork
Your artwork should be created in pro at one quarter the finished size e.g.

Final size - 2000mm x 1000mm  Artwork size - 500mm x 250mm

Your artwork should also include 5mm bleed around each panel, at final size this will give you 20mm bleed.

Do’s & Dont’s
Do supply any fonts used within your artwork and also within secondary files e.g. Placed Freehand / lllustrator eps’s.
Alternatively you can convert your text to curves.

Do ensure all scans included within the document are as high a resolution as possible, ideally 300 - 400dpi.
This is especially important with logos. If at all possible a Vector version (lllustrator, Freehand) of your logo is preferable.
Remember, increasing a scan’s dpi to the required parameters does not necessarily guarantee improved print quality.

Do try and keep small text away from panel breaks.
As a rule we try to avoid copy under 50mm Cap-height running over panel breaks.
Also be aware that ‘Endcaps’ are tightly curved panels and logos/text placed within the middle of theses panels
may not be visable from the front.

Do supply a color proof with your artwork and any colour samples that you may need us to match to.
Do ensure all work has been spell checked before supplying.

Do use the ‘Collect for output’ option included within your program. This will guarantee that all scans, fonts, profiles
included in your artwork will be gathered into one folder thus reducing the risk of missing files.

Don‘t use transparency
New versions of lllustrator, InDesign and Freehand offer raster effects and transparency.
Although these features greatly enhance designers’ options, they often cause problems with final output of high-resolution printers.
Problems that often occur are: unexpected results, colors not matching, unexpected artifacts, and missing objects.
We highly recommend that you use Photoshop to create special effects like drop shadows and transparent objects,
then simply “place” the image traditionally in the layout program.

Don’t embed scans. Link them to external files and supply with the finished artwork file separately.

Don’t convert any Pantone colours to CMYK or RGB as this will make it easier for us to match to your intended colours.

Supplying your artwork
We are capable of receiving your files in the following ways:

E-mail - Only to be used if the files are in a compressed format and do not exceed 10meg.
FTP site - If you have access to this medium we can retrieve files via our Internet connection.
Post - to our address below either written on a CD, writable DVD, Zip disk or Floppy disk.
